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All Spartanburg Area members of IMA are now eligible to be reimbursed
up to $200 for each part of the CMA that is passed. The board of
directors approved a motion that assists our members who take and
pass the CMA. Here are the steps required:

1. Notify Ev Walker at ev-walker@morrisbb.net or (828) 698-1196
that you will be taking the exam or one of the parts.

2. You pay for taking the exam.

3. If you pass, you will receive a written notice on the spot that you
have passed. Give a copy to Ev either by scanning to his email,
sending to Ev’'s address (2743 Miller Lane, Hendersonville, NC
28791-1363) or in person.

4. Ev will take the necessary steps to get you the $200.00 for each
part passed.

There is an exception to the $200 payment and you can understand
why. If your company reimburses you for the exam, we will not also pay
you. However, if you had preparation study expenses like a CMA
review course that you did not get reimbursed by your company, we will
pay up to $200.00, with proper receipts sent to Ev.

Since this is a new program, if you have any questions, do not hesitate
to contact Ev via email or telephone. This program is funded to run until
May 2011.

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Rob is the blaster Steele is the lockpicker Chita is the driller

Here’s why:
In Robbery #1, neither Steele nor Trixie could have been the blaster, because they were
both at Robbery #2, where there was no blaster. So Rob must be the blaster, and either
Steele or Trixie is the lockpicker. In Robbery #2, since Steele or Trixie is the lockpicker,
Chita or Rocky must be the driller. In Robbery #4, Chita must be the driller, because
Rocky, the other possibility, was not there. In Robbery #3, since Rob is the blaster and
Chita is the driller, Trixie and Rocky cannot be specialists. In Robbery #4, since Trixie is
not a specialist and Chita is the driller and Rob the blaster, Steele must be the
lockpicker.

Elementary, my dear Watson.
